Pas de Deux Dance Studio Recital Guidelines
· The spring recital has been set! Block off your calendars for 3 pm – 10 pm on the Thursday and Friday, and for 8 am – 9 pm on the Saturday of recital weekend.  Dancers will receive specific times in April.

· To participate in the recital, dancers must attend their tech rehearsal and the dress rehearsal at the theater.  There will be no exceptions.  If you already have a conflict, please let the studio know immediately – once the rehearsal schedule is set, it cannot be changed.
· All Female Dancers are required to:
· Have their hair in a ballet bun. 

· Order at least two pairs of clean, hole-free pink ballet tights through the studio (so that everyone matches) to wear for rehearsals and performances at the theater.
· Have a pair of clean, hole-free pink leather ballet shoes that fit properly.

· Wear a skin-colored camisole leotard (please order through the studio) under their costumes.

· Male Dancers are required to:
· Have a nicely styled haircut.
· Wear black or white dress socks (depending on costume) and have a back-up pair with them at the theater.
· Have a pair of clean, hole-free black leather ballet shoes that fit properly.
· Wear an undershirt under their costumes.
· A main goal of learning and performing a recital dance is learning to dance as a cohesive group.  This means that good attendance is extremely important.  Arrive early and ready to dance (hair in a bun, proper attire, etc) each week.
· Practice at home!  All dancers will receive a copy of their music via email once we start learning the dances in January. Dancers may also bring in a blank CD or $1 the first week of classes in January to get a copy of their music. 
· Recital fees and costume fees are non-refundable.  A $10 late fee per costume will be added to any costume fee received after the due date.
· If a dancer pulls out of the recital for any reason, including missing tech or dress rehearsal, the following options may be available:

· If no work has been done on the costume, the dancer may pick up any ordered pieces of the costume at the studio during party week.

· If work has been done on the costume, the dancer may either:

a. Donate the costume to the studio.

b. Choose to pay the additional labor costs to take the costume home ($20 to $150 depending on costume complexity).

· If the costume is rented, the costume remains the property of the studio.
